 FRIENDLY REMINDER 
 

The Chief’s Message 
While on patrol, police officers often see issues or problems at homes that 
residents may not be aware of, especially when out of town.  It could be an outside 
property problem or an unidentified vehicle in a driveway.  Officers attempt to 
locate owners or care-takers of a home, but are sometimes unsuccessful.  Some 
may recall, we rolled out a new program last year called Resident Vacation Check 
Request.  When residents are out of town, they can request officers visually check 
on the exterior of their property. Also, we collect important contact information 
for officers in the event something goes wrong.  Residents can now go online to 
the Town of Springdale’s website and navigate to the “Police Department” page.  
On the department page, residents can choose the “Resident Vacation Check 
Request” link from the list.  An online form can quickly be completed and directly 
emailed to the police department.  Once received, officers will be aware you are 
away and we will have vital contact information.  All the information submitted to 
the police department is kept private and confidential at all times.  Remember, it is 
a great idea to have a friend or neighbor periodically check on your home, and it’s 
helpful to have timed lighting randomly turn on and off.  Another suggestion is to 
not advertise on social media when you are away.  Burglars prey on opportunity 
more often than chance.

Wildlife Updates from Zion National Park 
Bighorn sheep in Zion National Park (and Springdale) are 
doing well and Zion Wildlife staff, in partnership with the 
Utah Division of Wildlife and Utah State University just 
completed another successful capture in early November. 
Fifteen sheep were safely captured, tested for disease, and 
most were outfitted with collars that will record their 
movements for up to five years. Diseases from domestic 
sheep and goats remain the major concern for our local 
bighorn herd. If you have livestock and would like 
information on how to help protect your animals and the 
bighorn, please email ZION_Wildlife@nps.gov and we'll 
be happy to provide information and resources that can 
help. 
 
The Zion Christmas Bird Count is taking place on 
Wednesday, December 16th, 2020. Due to ongoing 
concerns over COVID-19, this year's count will look 
different in comparison to previous years. We will not, 
for example, be pairing up strangers to bird together; we 
are limiting participation this year to previous participants 
and experienced bird watchers only. We are always willing 
to help less experienced participants watch birds in their 
own yards or at their bird feeders. If you'd like to learn
